1.  An advantage of coaxial cable is that you can run the cable for much longer distances between nodes than twisted-pair cable. 

2.  Ethernet cable is known to be more difficult to install than thicknet/coaxial cable. 

3.  When installing cable in a ceiling that must conform to fire codes and be fire retardant you should use PVC grade cable. 

4.  Coaxial cable is the common cable type that is used in Ethernet Networks. 

5.  STP reduces electrical noise, both within the cable (crosstalk) and from outside the cable (EMI and RFI). 

6.  Fiber-optic cable provides faster bandwidth speeds than Ethernet cable as well as provides for greater signal integrity over long distances. It is also not susceptible to cross talk and EMI because it uses beams of light to carry signals instead of copper wiring. 

7.  FHSS and DSSS are two approaches currently being used to implement spread spectrum for Wireless LAN transmissions. 

8.  A benefit of wireless networks is that they are entirely secure on the signaling frequency and not easily monitored by people not on the network. 

9.  The most popular type of cabling used in an Ethernet network is Category 3 UTP.
